My dear people of God, 

   Christ speaks to us today about forgiveness.  While the Scribes and Pharisees are testing Jesus, he stood before them and confused them by 
his mercy and love. 

   The event of which we read in this Gospel is rich in meaning.  Jesus very quickly forgives the woman caught in sin.  He also protects her life.  
He told the people that anyone who was completely pure and good, and who had never done anything wrong, should throw the first stone.  Je-
sus made them realize that no one is perfect and we all make mistakes. 

   Jesus understood that people are often weak and do things wrong.  He was always ready to give them another chance to change their hearts 
and their lives.  He showed the woman mercy and sent her away to try again. 

   What can we learn from this story? 

   That Jesus is merciful and forgiving.  He is ready to forgive our mistakes and give us another chance.  Can you remember the name of a tax 
collector, who was given the chance to change his heart and make a fresh start?  Zacchaeus.  

   Jesus is the one without sin, the only one with the right to judge, but he doesn't.  He dismisses the woman and her accusers without condemn-
ing them. 

  In Jesus, we see the kind of God he is.  Not a God of judgement but a God of forgiveness.  Not a God of Wrath, but a God of Mercy.  Not a 
God who conquers by the sword, but a God who conquers by the Cross. 

   We now prepare for the holiest week of the year.  I urge all our people to take advantage of the graces Christ offers you through his holy 
Church.  May each of us grow in our relationship with God and with one another.
