Message from the desk of the Pastor 
  

My dear people of God, 
 

   Our Gospel this week recounts the raising of Lazarus from the dead.  There are things in this Gospel that can touch each of us.  The first and 
second readings of the liturgy of the Word also speak to us about the Resurrection. 

   Each of us experience death with loved ones and also will face our personal physical death.  We can understand how Martha and Mary, the 
sisters of Lazarus expressed such grief and perhaps a bit of anger.  ñIf you had here, our brother would not have died.ò  But no matter how deep 
the bitterness of their grief, Martha was able to make a confession of faith in Jesus Christ.  Jesus knew what he was about to do, but he allowed 
the death of Lazarus so that Godôs power might be evident.  Jesus also went in spite of the fact that he knew that he would raise Lazarus from 
the dead. 

   As we prepare for the last part of Lent, let us focus the eyes of our faith on the crucifix.  Not only does Our Lord experience and grieve over 
the death of loved ones, but he would also face his own death.  There had to be a Good Friday before there could be an Easter Sunday. 

   In todayôs Gospel we see Jesus as God with power over death.  From scripture references it seems that Jesus raised Lazarus from the dead 
within a few weeks of his passion and death. 

   Let us begin to deeply enter into the passion of Jesus.  Now is the time of salvation, now is the time to put aside unimportant things and focus 
on our relationship with Christ.  Let us search the scriptures and understand the loving actions of Jesus.  May we as family of God grow ever 
closer to our beloved Christ.
